WHEREAS the synergy between the disciplines of Law and CCJ is clear-cut; and



WHEREAS there is strong faculty support for the joint degree in both the department of CCJ and the School of Law; and



WHEREAS there is documented demand for a law degree in the criminal justice field; and



WHEREAS many law schools have created 3+3 B.A./J.D. programs in partnerships with undergraduate institutions; and



WHEREAS it is likely to increase enrollments in both CCJ and the School of Law; and
