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Resolution in Support of Moving the M.S. in Counseling and Rehabilitation Education (CARE) from the School of Health
Sciences to the School of Psychological and Behavioral Sciences

WHEREAS, the Counseling and Rehabilitation Education (CARE) program currently resides in the School of Health
Sciences (SHS); and

WHEREAS, during the reorganization, the Rehabilitation Institute was split between two schools in the new CHHS:
Health Sciences (SHeS) and Psychology and Behavioral Sciences (SPBS). SPBS took over the service providing centers
(Project 12 Ways, CASD, EDC) but the degree program remained in the SHeS.

Whereas, the CARE faculty believe that the program is more closely aligned with the mission, academic focus, and
faculty expertise of SPBS, which emphasizes mental health, counseling, and psychological services; and

Whereas, relocating CARE to SPBS will bring all counseling and rehabilitation training under one academic unit, thereby
strengthening teaching, research, and clinical training synergies; and

Whereas, peer institutions commonly house counseling and rehabilitation programs within psychology, behavioral
sciences, or human sciences units, making this move consistent with national norms; and

Whereas, the relocation will not alter the program’s curriculum, affect students’ rights, or reduce faculty lines, and will
involve only minimal administrative costs (such as updating websites, catalogs, and materials); and

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, be it resolved that the Graduate Council approves the relocation of the Master of
Science in Counseling and Rehabilitation Education (CARE) program from the School of Health Sciences to the School
of Psychological and Behavioral Sciences.
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
